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MINUTES OF THE TRANSYLVANIA BAPTIST ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

Article 1. This Association shall be called the Transylvama Bapt1st
Assomaatmn

Artlcle 2. This Assoclatlon shall meet annually Wednesday after the
first Sunday in August, and be composed of ordained ministers belong-
ing to, and members chosen annually by, the several churches belong-
ing to this body, who, by bearing letters fiom their respective churches
certifying their appointment, shall be entitled to seats,

Article 3. FEach church shall be entitled to three messengers, and
one additional messenger for every twenty-flve members in excess of
fifty,

 Article 4. The letters fram the churches shall state the number
baptxzed received by letter, restored, dismissed by letter, excluded
and died during the preceding year, and present membership, the
amount paid for local church expenditures, and amounts contributed
for other objects of the Norti Carolina and Southern Baptist Conven-
tion and this Association,-and for other purposes, and such addxtwna]
information as may be ‘necessary. S

Article B,” This Assoclation reeognizes - Chrmt as the only law-giver
in religion; it recognizes each chiirch as an idependent body, and it

" recoghizes that it has no power or aathomty o mfrmge on the internal

rights of any individual church.

Article 6. . The Association shall have the power to withdraw from a
church' that shall knowingly and . wﬂfully depart from the orthedox
principles of Chrigtianity as taught in the New Testament, and as in-
terpreted by regular Missionary Baptist, |

Article 7. The Officers of the Association shall be a Moderator a
Viee-Moderator, a. Clerk, a. Freasurer and a Historian, all of whom
shall be elected annually-in such manner as the body may decide,

Article 8. The Clerk shaH keep a faithful; aceurate and mtelhglble
record of-the proceedings of the Association; and shall have the min-
utes published and distributed among the churches. He shall be paid
twenty-five ($25.00) ouf of the minute fund for his services. ’

Article 9, The Treasurer shall receive and pay over to the proper
persons all money sent to the Association, or to him as Treasurer and
shall make an annusal report o the body.

Article 10, The Historian shall colleet up and put in some durable
form all the facts of interest of the several churches and make an an-
nual report to the Association.

Article 11, There shall be an executwe commitiee composed of the
pastor and one layman from each church, Said layman to be elected
annually by each church, Other members shall be associational Mod-
erator, Vice-Moderator, Clerk, Field Worker or Missionary, Treasurer,
Sunday School Supt., and Directors of Lord’s Acre, W. M. U., B T. U,
and D. V. B. Schools.
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A quorum shall consist of all members of the executive committee
present after due notice has been given,

At the earliest possible date the Moderator shall eall meetmg of

Executive Committee for the purpose of electing a Program, Mission-
ary, and Finance Committee.

The Program Committee’s dufies shall be: (1) To co—opera-te.

with program committee of Pastors Conference, the Field Worker or
Missionary, Sunday Sechool Supt., W. M. U, B, T. U,, and D. V. B. S.
Directors so as to co-ordinate the Associational work. (2) Prepare,
publish and promote regular and special programs of the Association.

The Missionary Committee’s duties shall be: (1) In co-operation
with the State Board, at the earliest possible date, employ a Field
Waorker or Missionary. (2) Direct and work with said Missionary in
co-operation with State asnd Home Misgion Boards. (3) In co-operation
with other committees and leaders promote all phases of mission work
in the association.

The Finance Committee’s duties shall be to prepare the Associational
budget for proposed work of the Executive Commitiee and “secura
funds for the accomplishment of the proposed program.

Article 12, Amendments to this constitution may be made at any
session by a majority of those voting,

REPORT ON CHRISTIAN EDUCATION

~'In these Iatter days the standard for Christish education, as als¢
the standard for Christianity itself, seems to stop far short of the goal
set by our Savior, and preserved in His inspired book, for the attain-
ment of those that are led t0 enter His school. Defmltely Christian
Edueation should fit one with the splrzt and the will and the ability
to demonstrate the spirit and mission of Christ in his daily conduct
and attitudes, and in all of his relationships. Our descriptive terms are
guite adequate if they carried their original meaning. Bui Christian
schools that are wilfully worldly, and Christian leaders that are cov-
etous and proud, and Christian churches that pose for effect, and Chris-
tian homes, and md1v1duals, corrupted with sin, are too numerous for
“Christian” to mean much in the terms,

I turn to the report of the Education Commission of the Southerh
Baptist Convention at Miami and find the following:

“One central purpose guides all the actions of .the Educatxon Com-
8
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mission: to attract and educate Christian leaders in properly planned
and adequately:supported and successfully administered Christian
schools for a world that needs more than ever before true Christian
leadership, if civilization is o survive.”

Then in the Biblical Recorder of June 28, 1946 is a statement by
Claude F. Gaddy, newly elected Executive Secretary of the “Council On
Christian Education,” created by the Baptist State Convention in 1943.
The membership of this Council at present is 44 in number, and is {6
have charge and control of the entire program of education in the cok-
leges and schools of the North Carclina Baptist Siate convention.

Briefly, the duties of the “Council” are:

1. To unify the program and work of the various. schools,

2. - To study their neceds and allocate available funds accordingly.:

3. To increase interest in the support of these 1nst1tut10ns of leam-
ing, and report to the ‘convention. - T g

Also in the report of the Education Commission- of the Southern
Baptist Conventlon reference is made to the dropping off in enroll-
ment in our sixty Baptist schools on account of the war, and the ca-
pacity enrollment in our seminaries and senior colleges. for the past
year. It shows too the total endowment of all our schools fo execeed
eighty-five million dullars; w1th Wake Forest College m the lead with
three million plus

"In riuch of our crusadmg for Christian education the cInef emphas1s )

seems to be on bringing bur schovls up to certain stantdards set by

non-Christian ‘agencies, rather than on bringing ourselves and our chil-

dren up te the standard set by -the inspired word for the attainment
of the followers of Christ. We thus face the danger.of becoming more
interested in polish than .in prmmple and more concerned about cul-
ture than about Christ, .

Briefly, the principles of Chmstlan education are set forth in twu
texts of God’s inspired message to the world; one. in . Deuteronomy
6:4-9, as [ollows:

“Hear, O Israel, the Lord our God is one Lord: And thou shalt love
the Lord thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with
all thy might. And these words that I command thee this day shall
be in thine heart: And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy chil-
dren, and shall tslk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and
when thou walkest by the way, and whean thou liesi down and when
thou risest up. And thou shall bind them for a sign upon thine hand,
and they shall be as frontlets between thine eyes. Ahd thou shalt wrate
them upon the posts-of thy house, and on thy gates.”

The other text, that sums up Christian education in its fullness is
found in Tltus 2: 11-14, as follows:

“For the grace of God that bringeth. salvation hath appeared to all
g
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men, teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we
should live soberly, righteously and Godly, in the present world; loolk-
ing for that blessed hope, and glorious appearing of the great God and
our Savior, Jesus Christ; Who gave Himself for us, that He might re-
deem us from all iniquity, and purify unto Himself a peculiar people,
zealous of good works,”

Here is Christian education in its essence. Whatever falls short of
this falls short of the best. And whatever fails to impart these prin-
ciples fails utterly.

very acute problems. Among these are: The-increased cost of living,
the difficulty in securing a well-equipped staff, the inability fo secure

materials for repairs to buildings;-, and the still wiere-serious concern

of how to meet the problems in the ever increasing number of broken
homes. In spite of these difficulties the erphanage has had another
successful year; especlally from the standpom% of .income,

" In view of the increased cost of living, farm activities have proven
to be life-savers, They have been able to produce food for about one-
thlrd less than the cost on the open market.

- "Charlty and Children” has had one of the.best years in its hIStOl‘y
In circulation if has reached an all- tlme hlgh of 36 000 copies and has
made a profit of more than $8,000; .

“The results aecomplished by the Socigl~ Service Department ‘have
been gratifying. These results cover the services rendered dependent
and neglected children in three typ'es of ‘child welfare: Institutional
care, foster home care, and aid in the home. With the admission of
122 new children, a total of 700 children were under the care of the
Baptist Orphanage. during the year.

As soon as materials are available several old buildmgs will he re-
paired as well as new buildings erected.

The schools have been more efficient than for the past few years
The daily attendance refiects the health and interest of the children in
the two homes. The average aitendance as a whole has been slightly
above 99 per cent. Perhaps the church life and its various - activities af
Mills Home and Kennedy home Is, and shoulg rightly be, the most
positive influence in the lives of the boys and girls. ;0 . .

~ The urgent and outstanding need of our Baptist Hospital is the con-
struction of a new south wing. This would provide 140 new beds, which
are so geatly needed, especially to care for the more seriously ill, who
need private rooms. Additional operating and delivery rcomg and X-
ray facilities would be included. It would provide adeguafe kitchen

and' storage room, where the hospital is now seriously handicapped for

lack of space. Also, it would provide room for a laundry. It now costs
the hospital over $50,000.00 a year to get its laundry done outside. The
new wing would greatly increase the service of our.hospital to the sick
and would enable it {0 inerease its income,

The cost of the new south wing would ke close to a million dollars
One gift of $200,000 already has been offered toward this, provided
the construction is approved this year, Many who have been to our
hospital as patients, or to take patients, know how badly this addition-
al room is needed. The advisability of permitting the hospital to con-

struct this building will be considered by our Baptist State Conven-

tion in ifs sessions at Asheville in November. The messengers from
our association to the State Convention will have opportunity to vofe
their approval of this new buﬁdmg We hope they will act favorably
toward it.

It is to be hoped that all of our churches will liberally support this
truly wonderful Agency of Mercy.
